Volunteer Income Tax Assistance Program 

The military has a strong Volunteer Income Tax 
Assistance (VITA) Program. The Armed Forces Tax 

Council (AFTC) consists of the tax program 
coordinators for the Army, Air Force, Navy, Marine 
Corps, and Coast Guard.  The AFTC oversees the 

operation of the military tax programs worldwide, and 
serves as the main conduit for outreach by the IRS to 
military personnel and their families. These VITA sites 

provide free tax advice, tax preparation, and 
assistance to military members and their families.  
They are trained and equipped to address military 

specific tax issues, such as combat zone tax benefits 
and the effect of the new Earned Income Tax Credit 

(EITC) guidelines  

Most locations also offer free electronic filing. To 
locate the nearest VITA site, call 1-800-829-1040.

Cliff Swallow And Other Bird Nests 
 

Cliff swallows and most birds on base are 
protected by federal law under the Migratory 
Bird Treaty Act (MBTA). Swallows migrate from 
North America to South America, arriving on 
base February to breed, and then flying South in 
September. The birds build mud nests on 
buildings to raise their young. Once completed 
these nests may not be disturbed. However, 
when the nests are incomplete and obviously do 
not contain eggs or chicks, they may be 
knocked or washed down. The nest may also be 
removed after 15 September each year to 
discourage further nesting at the site. For more

Sign up now for Emergency Notification Alerts provided free of charge 

by the Commanding Officer, Marine Corps Base, Camp Pendleton. 

These alerts will notify you if there is an emergency aboard the base and 

will provide guidance as to the actions you should take.  

Recent experience with this system has proven that it can save lives by 

providing communication directly to you in a timely manner during an 

emergency.  

To sign up simply complete the following instructions:  
1.        Go to: http://entry.inspironlogistics.com/camp pendletonlwens.cfm 
2.       Fill out the form provided. The following information is the               
minimum requirement:  

-Last Name       -Address or Barracks #         -Phone Number:  

-Select One Phone Number to Receive the Notification via a Voice 

Message if so desired. If not selected all notifications will be via text or 

email. -Multiple phone numbers are allowed (Home, Work, and Cell 

Phone).  

-Email Address: Multiple Addresses allowed  

-Housing or Barracks Area (Selected from the Pull Down Menu)  

3. Click on the "Sign up Now" button.  

If there is an emergency you will receive a text message and an email 
concerning the event along with regular updates (approx 10 would be 
sent during an emergency). During non-Emergency periods you can 

expect to receive one text message and email a month for system tests 

NOTE: This is a free service provided by Marine Corps Base, Camp Pendleton; 
however, normal text message fees from your carrier may apply. To receive text 
messages, your cell phone must have text messaging capabilities. During an 
actual emergency you may also receive a voice message on your home and cell 
phone.  
* The information provided for this service will never be used for any purpose 
other than emergency notifications.  
** Each message you receive will have an unsubscribe link should you wish to 
discontinue this service.

Lights: 
 

 Turn off lights in un-occupied areas 
 Turn off interior lights when day lighting is sufficient 
 Ensure that light levels in work area does not exceed 

requirement for task 
 Replace light bulbs  
 Reduce light levels in corridors, stairwells, hallways, etc. 
 Reduce excessive wattage in work areas  
 Turn off all exterior lights during the day  
 Insure that stacks of supplies or equipment do not block 

lights 
 Reduce excessive exterior illumination 
 Insure that all de-lamped fluorescent lamps have their 

ballast removed 
 Keep light fixtures and reflective surfaces clean 
 Keep interior walls and windows clean to maximize their 

reflectivity
